Air source heat pumps (ASHP) and ductless
mini-splits are all electric systems that deliver
heat in the winter and air conditioning in the
summer. Upgrade your existing electric heating
and cooling systems with an energy efficient
ASHP or mini-split.

Three Types of Air Source Heat Pump Systems

A centrally ducted air source heat pump system

is typically used when ducts are already available
throughout the home (for example, when replacing an
existing furnace and central air conditioner).

A multi-head ductless mini-split system is typically
installed when there is no existing ducting or if the
homeowner wants zoned control of individual rooms.

A single-head ductless mini-split system is often
installed when trying to heat and cool a specific area of
the home that isn't ducted, such as add-on rooms.

ASHP rebates are available
for DTE electric customers replacing existing electric
heating systems.

« Fill out and submit a rebate form for you online.
Your rebate check will arrive from DTE by mail in
six to eight weeks.
